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The Latter Rain Still Falling.

God promised that He would give the early and the latter rain. (Joel 2:23; and
James 5:7, 8.) He gave the early rain at Pentecost, and now He is giving
us the latter rain, not moderately, but largely, upon every clean soul that
will receive him. There is nothing that can stop this mighty power of the
Holy Ghost. It is going on till the clouds part and Jesus takes up the few
that dare to stand and to keep all His commandments.

THE APOSTOLIC FAITH CAMP-
MEETING.

This campground is a sacred spot to every
child of God that comes on the grounds.
There are fifteen acres shaded with trees
and many tents, and more coming all the
time. Meetings began June 13th and will
continue, the Lord willing, till the first of
September. The power is falling. Souls are
being saved, sanctified, or baptized at most
every service. The Lord has given us a Gos-
pel Wagon that goes out on the streets and
many drunkards are being saved and some
coming to the Campmeeting and seeking
the Lord.

As they were erecting the tents, the Spirit
of God was so mightily on the grounds that
the men walked about as under the power
of the Spirit. It seemed that heaven was on
the grounds. One young man that had been
saved a night or two before was lending his
assistance, and he said, “This place seems
so sacred, I am afraid to speak.” One sister,
who had been very sick, got out of bed in
faith to come and see the camp-ground, and
the moment she stepped on the ground, the
power of God struck her and went through
her body from head to foot, and she was
instantly healed. Everyone notes the pres-
ence of God on this camp-ground, as we
have never had it before.

The first meeting on the ground was on
Sunday and the power of God marked the
service. When the altar call was given,
many responded. Sinners were saved. One
was a Roman Catholic young man. He had
been brought up in that faith and God got
him under such conviction that he stood up
for prayer and then knelt down in the aisle
and when souls were invited to come to the
altar, he ran to the altar and fell under the
power and the Spirit literally turned him
over, and he arose and jumped on one of
the benches and began to plead with souls
to come to God, saying, “Put down the cur-
tains that no one may get away before com-
ing to Jesus.” It was a thrilling scene.

A man and wife where planning to go to
Washington, and they happened to come
into the meeting, hearing the singing, and
God convicted them of sin and saved them
both. The husband was suffering with his
hand, having run a bolt through it, and it
was swollen and black, and Jesus healed it
instantly, as he knelt at the altar and wept
his way to Calvary. The following Sunday
he received his baptism of the Holy Ghost
and fire, and they went on their way prais-
ing God for the campmeeting on West Ave-
nue.

Many on the camp-grounds are testifying
to healing. Two were healed of rupture.
One brother testified that after coming on
the grounds, he threw off his bandage and
truss by faith in God and not a mark re-
mains. A young lady, who was given up by
the doctors, was instantly healed, and an-
other with consumption was healed and
baptized with the Holy Ghost.

A young man came from the hospital
writhing in pain and God healed him. One
man came with his neck stiff with rheuma-
tism, not able to raise his head up, and God
instantly healed him. Praise God.

THE GOSPEL WAGON.

One Sunday, during a drizzling rain,
crowds of men stood and listened for hours
to the Gospel preached from the Gospel
Wagon. Many were melted to tears. Two
altar services were conducted on the street
corners, the men kneeling on the muddy
streets and being truly saved of God. One
that was saved came out to the campmeet-
ing a few nights afterward and was sancti-
fied and baptized with the Holy Ghost with
Bible evidence.

SAVED FROM A DRUNKARD’S
HELL.

I am here to magnify the Christ that
brought me and sought me and saved me.
The fire of heaven is now burning in this
soul that once was burned out by the fire of
alcohol. There is not one desire or power of
my soul but what is satisfied with this sal-
vation.

This love was given to my soul when I
was a drunkard, when every nerve and
every tissue of my body was crying for
whiskey. Christ came into my life. I praise
God that He raised this old dead man to
life, and put the vitality of heaven in my
soul. He raised me to walk in newness of
life.

I would take my coat and sell it for a
cheap drink. I followed the sin game till I
thought I would die if I did not get it. I was
a slave. The devil had a big handcuff
around each wrist. He had me moving his
way; but Jesus broke the shackles, and now
I am going up stream by the power of God.
I was only 21 then, now I am 42. The last
half of my life has been the best.

I thank God that I am living on borrowed
time. I was almost dead with alcoholism.
My hand trembled like an aspen. Once
while lying dead drunk, the snow covered
me and saved my life. Another time I was
drowning, going down to a drunkard’s hell,
and I praise God for sending someone to
save my life. I am giving back my very life,
mentally, morally and physically to the very
Christ that loved me and gave Himself for
me.

SAVED FROM MORPHINE.

Last summer I was low down in sin, an
old cocaine and morphine fiend. Oh, how I
praise Jesus that He should ever think of me
away down in the gutter of sin, when I
could not go about the streets without an
old razor to open my flesh when I wanted to
take that stuff. When I look at my body and
arms and see the scars where I cut myself
over my whole body, and when I see the
scar on my throat where I tried to commit
suicide by cutting my throat with a razor, 1
cannot help but magnify my Christ. [ was in
despair because I could see no way out of
the old sin game. The doctors said the jugu-
lar vein was nearly severed. I praise God
because He held my hand from taking my
own life. But when I got better, I went back
to the old “dope” again.

If ever a soul praised Jesus, I do. I used to
pay the constable to put me in jail to save
my life. I can stand up and tell you of the
power of the Blood of Jesus Christ. I cannot

tell what God has done for me. All I know
is that I have been redeemed. “If the Son
therefore shall make you free, ye shall be
free indeed.”

I praise Him for the Gospel Wagon on the
streets of Portland, where I heard a precious
sister tell what God had done for her, and
the Lord glued my feet to the sidewalk, as it
were. God touched my heart. It was the
happiest day of my life. I was so drunk and
full of “dope” that I fell through the wagon
wheels when they tried to pray for me. I
had a quart bottle of whiskey in my pocket,
but God has taken the drink devil out.

He gave me power to go and straighten up
my back tracks and tell the saloon keeper
when he asked me why I did not come any
more, that I had found salvation that was
able to keep. He sneered at me, but I told
him I knew it was God because I could not
change of myself, but it took the power of
the Blood of Jesus to do it.

This is the mighty “power of God unto
salvation to every one that believeth.” 1
have been there in the gutter, men, and I
know what it means, but the dying love of
Christ on Calvary sought my soul and put a
go-through in my soul.

O men, I love the Christ this afternoon
that saved my soul, bound down by every
appetite and power of hell; but He snapped
every band in the twinkling of an eye. O
men, this salvation full and free reaches out
to you and me. It is for you, God bless you.
There is no case too hard for our Christ.

Heard the Gospel While on the Chain
Gang—"I thank and praise God that I can
stand here and say I am saved by the power
and Blood of Jesus Christ. A little over 18
months ago, I stood in a saloon and the pa-
trol wagon drove up and took me to Kelly’s
Butte, and it was there, on the chain gang, |
heard this Gospel and God spoke to my
soul. And I know this is the power of God
unto salvation. I was 25 years a blasphemer,
a burglar and drunkard; but I praise God I
stand here today saved by the power of Je-
sus Christ, who is mighty to save. There is
power in the Blood to break every power of
hell and disease, to cast out that old whis-
key demon and tobacco demon. O men,
there is power in the Blood of Jesus Christ
to save your soul and make you over again
in His image.”

A Bartender Saved—"I praise God for
salvation full and free, that saved a sinner
like me. I used to be a bartender. I promised
my mother, when I came from the old coun-
try, that I would be a good boy; but I
wanted to have an easier time, and I went to
the bar and that proved my downfall. I had
that ambition that I wanted to be somebody.
I went from worse to worse, but I am saved
today. When I was in the Philippine Islands,
I heard that my mother was dead, and
something said, ‘You have got to live a
better life,” but I could not do it. I got worse
and worse. I would go around and get drunk
and play cards all night. Today I know a
better way to live. I am saved through the
Blood of Christ. I am in the army of the
Lord, holding up the Blood-stained banner.
All the appetite of sin is taken out. I pass
the saloon and do not want to go in there at
all. It is all through the Blood of Jesus
Christ.”

AN IRISH CATHOLIC DRUNKARD
SAVED.

I praise God for being a witness for Jesus.
It was hard knocks that brought me to the
Lord Jesus Christ. It was jail life. There is
not a man on the sidewalk as low down as |
was. Any man down the line—there is hope
for you. There is hope for the jailbird. The
old rambler—there is hope for you. Praise
the Lord.

When God can save a hard-headed Irish-
man, He can save anybody. There is
scarcely a city in the Union that I have not
been in. The secret service knows me
through the country. I have been in jails all
the way from Massachusetts to Los Ange-

les. I was professing religion behind the
bars. It did not look very good for my relig-
ion to be behind the bars and profess it. But,
I praise God that whereas I was blind, now
I see.

I went to the priest to get saved and con-
fessed to the priests, but that did not keep
me out of the saloon. Then I went to the
mission and heard the songs and testimo-
nies of the dear ones that were the means of
bringing me to Christ. And I put up my
hand for prayer. I prayed the publican’s
prayer and God answered that prayer, and I
am saved today and sober. It took the
mighty power of God to liberate this Irish-
man. What has made me sober? The Keeley
Cure? No, it is the Blood of Jesus Christ. I
tell you it is wonderful when Christ can
save an Irish drunkard.

Boys, the greatest change you ever make
in your life is to give your heart to God and
forsake the life of sin. You don’t have to
get “broke” any more. I work every day and
carry the hod. Some days I carry it up three
or four flights up the ladder, but Jesus
Christ can keep you while carrying the hod.

If you are born of the Spirit of God, you
are in the church of the first born. Through
Godly sorrow for sin, you can get your
name in heaven. It is not joining the church.
He says, “Ye must be born again.” He gives
you joy and happiness the world cannot
take away. It will cost you everything. You
cannot hold on to a thing to get the real
victory through the Blood of Jesus Christ.
You will be as free as a bird in the air. I
never was free till Jesus Christ set me free.
By God’s grace, I have forsaken all, and
trying to follow Jesus Christ. There is
something in me that will go through a
stone wall for God.

Jesus is the Rock in a weary land. He is a
shelter in the time of storm. It was a stormy
time when I left the old county jail, dis-
gusted with “doing time,” but I praise God
for the Blood and victory. I thank God I am
sober. He loves old “jail birds” and hoboes.
There is hope for them.

Two socialists that heard the Gospel on
the street where they were upholding so-
cialism, came to the mission and got saved.
The Blood of Jesus has more power than
socialism.

A Drunkard’s Testimony—He saved me
from 35 years of drunkenness. I was an old
tobacco fiend for 30 years. Every time I
would get drunk I would make resolutions,
but I could not pass by the saloon without
going in and getting a drink. God took away
the tobacco habit and the drink habit and
saved my soul from a drunkard’s hell. If
there is a drunkard here tonight, just trust
Jesus. He will take it away. My blessed
Jesus will heal your body. He healed me
from 30 years of heart trouble when the
doctors could do nothing for me. Who has a
better right to praise God than me?”

In a Chinese family in Shanghai, China,
the son, who was on his death bed, was
healed of consumption, the father reclaimed
and is seeking his baptism. The son and
daughter are hungry for the Spirit to take
full possession and their homes are thrown
open to the Gospel.

RESCUE MISSION IN CHINA.

We praise God that the Chinese in Hong
Kong who are baptized with the Holy Ghost
have the real rescue spirit. They have
opened a rescue mission and the hall is
packed every night with Chinese. God is
blessing this work. Many morphine fiends
are finding Jesus. The time has come for us
to go out into the highways and hedges and
compel them to come in.

This paper is sent out from the campmeet-
ing. The papers are taken to the tabernacle
in sacks to be prayed over after the altar
service at night and every reader has a share
in the prayers of the saints. The last papers
were sent all over the world from the camp-
ground. We have been sending to the mis-
sionaries in all lands that all might have an
opportunity to hear of this outpouring of the
Spirit. The power falls when we pray over
the paper, and falls on the readers. The pa-
pers are taken down to the city to be
mailed. The saints feel it a privilege to have
a part even in carrying the papers. The
young man that was saved from Catholi-
cism has carried the sacks of papers down
on his back many nights. We never had a
paper that was a blessing to so many read-
ers as the last one. The letters tell that the
power fell when they touched it. The power
went through many as they read the paper.
How we thank God. Some received their
baptism through the paper, some were
healed.

One dear sister writes: “Last night, 1 re-
ceived a few of your dear papers. It filled
me with the Spirit until I thought I would
have to stay up all night.

SANCTIFICATION.

In justification, the Blood covers your
sins and you know you are a child of God,
but you have not the Christ enthroned
within and ruling supreme. But when you
present your body a living sacrifice unto
God, the Christ comes down and enthrones
Himself in your soul. Hallelujah to Jesus,
for the power of Christ, the Lamb of God
enthroned in your very soul.

TYPE OF THE TRIBULATION AND
OF JESUS’ COMING.

The flood typifies the great Tribulation
that is coming upon all the earth. When the
flood came, the ark was lifted on the bosom
of the water, so before the Tribulation
comes, the bride of Christ will be caught up
to meet Him in the air. Christ is our ark. He
is going to take His bride out of the great
Tribulation.

Then after the flood, we know the ark
came down and rested on the mount. So
Christ is coming back to the earth with His
saints after the Tribulation, to reign on the
earth. The ark resting on the mount is a type
of the coming of Jesus with ten thousand of
His saints, when “His feet shall stand in that
day upon the mount of Olives.” Zech. 14:4.
We must be prepared to go up with Jesus in
the first resurrection, when He comes as a
thief in the night, or we cannot come back
with Him.

The bride must come out of the world and
become one with Him before the Tribula-
tion, just as Noah and his family had to
come into the ark before the door was shut.
We know the time is short for as it was in
the days of Noah, so it is in these days of
the coming of the Son of Man.
(Matt. 24:36-39.) During the time of the
awful pouring out of the wrath of God on
this old world, the bride will be up in the
clouds with Jesus. (I Thess. 4:16, 17.)

As the water rushes on its course to the
ocean, so does the soul that is born of God
reach out for Him till it comes in touch with
the great power house of heaven. Glory to
God. The Blood of Jesus was so sweet and
precious when we were justified; and it

seemed as if heaven had broken over us
when the sanctifying power of God broke
over our souls, making the way clear and
plain into the Holiest; then when we waited
with heart open and clean, soon the Holy
Ghost and fire in rivers of living water bap-
tized us soul and body, and streams broke
out sometimes in the unknown tongue,
sometimes in singing and overflowed. This
baptism does satisfy the soul. (John 7:38,
39.)

FAITH AND WORKS.

How many of us know whether our next
door neighbor is a widow or in need? Are
we living this religion? We say that Jesus is
coming soon, and many live as if He were
not coming for 25 years. If you believe it,
you are going to live as if you believed it.
You are not going to heap to yourselves
riches. Our God is not wanting people now
to build great homes and bank up money.
Oh, if you only know the value of money
expended for God.

How many men are coming out of the jail
without shoes or shirts to their backs, and
you have clothes in your closets you are
laying up for the future. John the Baptist
said before Jesus began His ministry, “He
that hath two coats, let him impart to him
that hath none.”

We must practice what we preach. How
many of us are going to the prison and car-
rying comfort to those behind the bars?
Christ requires you to live out His life. Be-
loved, let us not forget to do the little things
as unto Him. Oh, how many of us would
love to break the alabaster box on our
Christ’s head, but are we willing to break it
on the poor? Many would be willing to
wash our Christ’s feet, but would not go
and give even a bath towel to a soul that
needs it or go and visit the sick. If we see
our brother have need and shut up our bow-
els of compassion, how dwelleth the love of
God in us? If we say, “Lord, Lord” and do
not His will, it is nothing.

When God sent the Holy Ghost and
clothed His people with power to do His
work, they had all things common, and
none of them said that ought of the things
which he possessed was his own. Many are
praying for “Power, Power,” but how about
paying the price of power? No soul is going
up with Jesus when He comes but those that
have the “all things common” spirit. We
cannot have a miserly spirit and have the
Spirit of Christ.

SEASONS OF BLESSING.

We have the ordinances of the Lord’s
Supper and Foot Washing the first Monday
of every month, after the general audience
has been dismissed and the saints only re-
main. The last Sunday before we left the
hall, the power of God was mightily upon
the services all that day, many being saved
and some baptized with the Holy Ghost and
fire. It was a wonderful day on the street
with the Gospel Wagon, about a score
kneeling on the cobblestones and calling on
God for mercy and salvation. The Monday
night following was given up entirely to the
body of the saints. The time will long be
remembered for the unity of the Spirit and
power of God that rested on the whole ser-
vice. When the ordinances were observed,
heaven seemed to open and divine love
filled every soul. When the elements, the
bread and wine were partaken of, the saints
were on their knees all over the hall and a
melting spirit of praise and weeping and joy
prevailed.

As the saints washed each other’s feet,
you would see two or more saints washing
the feet of another, each one feeling it such
a privilege to do it as unto the Lord. The act
of humility was lost sight of in the love that
prevailed. They were weeping for joy, sing-
ing in the Spirit, rejoicing and their faces
shining with the glory of God.

The crowds pressed up the hallway, and
at one time pushed into the hall, hearing the
singing in the Spirit and praising God,
which sounded way out on the street. We
had a similar scene on the camp-ground.

Souls are deepened in God at these ser-
vices and almost always some sick one par-
taking of the Lord's Supper is healed
through faith, in taking the atonement of

Jesus for the healing of the body as well as
the salvation of the soul. The children love
this service. The Lord blesses them and it is
sweet to see them wash each other’s feet.

THE MIRACULOUS POWER OF THE
HOLY GHOST.

A young woman who had been called to
China for some years, was attending a
campmeeting in Canada, about two years
ago. The leader asked all to stand who
wanted the baptism of the Holy Ghost, but
he had been laboring to prove that the
speaking in tongues is not the witness or
Bible evidence of Pentecost. As the sister
called to China arose with the others, she
immediately received her baptism and fell
under the power of God, speaking in other
tongues as the Spirit gave utterance. In the
Spirit, she seemed to be conversing with the
Chinese and explaining to them why she
had not gone to them sooner. The congrega-
tion soon gathered around her and all heard
her speaking in an unknown tongue and
knew that the power of Pentecost had fallen
upon her.

During the past winter the Lord’s time
came for her to go, and He graciously
opened her way to China.

And the
first the Spirit said was, ‘We shall have
power over all the power of the enemy.’
And the next, ‘Glory to Jesus forevermore.’

Oh, Jesus is sweeter to
my soul than ever before. Such a spirit of
praise and worship and adoration as I never
had before. Glory to Jesus!”

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SIGNS OF THE COMING OF JESUS.

“Take heed to yourselves, lest at any time
your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting,
and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and
so that day come upon you unawares.”
Luke 21:34.

The unbelief and indifference in regard to
the coming of Jesus is one sign today of His
soon appearing. For God tells us in His
Word, “There shall come in the last days
scoffers, walking after their own lusts, And
saying, Where is the promise of his com-
ing? for since the fathers fell asleep, all
things continue as they were from the be-
ginning of the creation.” II Pet. 3:3, 4.
Men’s hearts are darkened to the truth and
their eyes blinded to the signs of the end.

People act as though God were afar off
and not paying attention to what was going
on in this old world, but He sees that the
cup of iniquity of this adulterous generation
is almost full. He sent fire and brimstone on
Sodom and Gomorrah, and destroyed the
old world with a flood, and He sees and
hates sin today. He is showing His wrath by
the calamities that are happening in these
last days.

Jesus said there should be earthquakes in
divers places, and this would be one of the
signs of His coming. He sent the awful de-
struction on Martinique. The people had
refused to protect the real heralds of the
cross in their midst, and were about to cru-
cify a pig in derision of God’s only begot-
ten Son, and the Lord just uncapped Mt.

prove you exist.” The next day one of the
most destructive earthquakes that ever was
known swept 200,000 souls into eternity
without a moment’s warning. The newspa-
per man says, “I have seen the paper or I
would not write the story. Anyone would be
deeply moved standing in the midst of this
hell that was Messina.”

Oh, beloved, these are the signs of His
coming. God is calling loudly. What a sleep
has closed the eyes of the people. Jesus is
coming soon.

Men are talking about peace and peace
conferences, but the apostle declared, “The
day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the
night. For when they shall say, Peace and
safety; then sudden destruction cometh
upon them, as travail upon a woman with
child; and they shall not escape. But ye,
brethren, are not in darkness, that that day
should overtake you as a thief.” T Thess.
5:2-4, 6. “Therefore let us not sleep, as do
others; but let us watch and be sober.”

While the nations talk peace, they are
building battleships and making all prepara-
tions for war, paying great sums of money
for devices to destroy life. Europe has be-
tween twenty and thirty millions of trained
soldiers ready to cut the heads off from
each other. The time of the end is near.
“Wars and rumors of wars” tell that Jesus is
near.

“Upon the earth distress of nations, with
perplexity.” Luke 21:25. We have these
signs all about us, “Men's hearts failing
them for fear.” The great men see it and are
failing under it. The social and political
world knows that some great crisis is at
hand. Men’s nerves are giving way under
the strain.

I
praise God there is nothing in the old life to
go back to. He takes the old drink habit out
and makes a new man of you.

This afternoon you and I are traveling to
the judgment bar of God. You and I some
day have got to stand before God Almighty
and give an account of the deeds done in
the body.

I remember when I was on what seemed
to be my death bed. It is a poor place to get
ready to meet God. All I thought of was
that I was a lost soul and going to meet Al-
mighty God with the blot of sin on my heart
and a black record behind me. I praise God
He gave me a chance to repent of my sins
and the burden of sins rolled off from my
heart. A peace came into my soul.

Maybe you think as I did that Almighty
God cannot save you, but there is power in
the Blood of Jesus to save every man, no
matter how bad you have been or how bad
you are. He can clean you up and make a
new man of you. The men may test and try
you, but down in their hearts they respect a
man that is living for God.

God can do for you what He has done for
me. If He can save me, He can save the
worst man that walks the street. You can
get peace and satisfaction in Jesus. You
give your heart to God and He will give you
what you are craving for.

Beloved sinner, do you feel down in your
heart a lonesome feeling as if you were
outside and did not have any part with
God’s people.

LITTLE GIRL SEES JESUS.
