Under the New Testa-
ment law, the law of Christ, there is but one cause for separation, fornication, and no right to
marry again while the first companion lives. Matt. 5:31, 32. Matt. 19:9. Mark 10:11, 12. Luke

16:18. Rom. 7:2, 3.

These are the doctrines that were revealed from heaven and preached in the outpouring of
the Spirit in Los Angeles; April, 1906. God has been pouring out His Spirit on the preaching of
the full Gospel ever since, confirming the Word with signs following.

Questions Answered

Where are the saved dead?

“And it came to pass, that the beggar died,
and was carried by the angels into Abra-
ham's bosom.” Luke 16:22. Jesus said to the
penitent thief on the cross, “To day shalt
thou be with me in paradise.” Paul said he
had “a desire to depart, and to be with
Christ; which is far better.” The Word of
God does not teach soul sleeping.

Do the wicked dead cease to exist?

No. Jesus said, “These shall go away into
everlasting punishment: but the righteous
into life eternal.” Matt. 25:46. Again He
said, “Where their worm dieth not, and the
fire is not quenched.” Mark 9:44, 46, 48.
“And the smoke of their torment ascendeth
up for ever and ever.” Rev. 14:11. There is
no annihilation of the wicked in the Word of
God, but an everlasting hell.

Does the Word teach a second chance
after death?

No. The death of the body does not in any
way change the condition of the soul. It only
ushers the soul from time to eternity, and
just as the soul has lived, so shall it remain.
“He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and
he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and
he that is righteous, let him be righteous
stil.” Rev. 22:11. God says, “Now is the
accepted time; behold, now is the day of
salvation.” The Word of God holds forth no
hope for a soul to be saved after death. It is a
false doctrine contrary to the Word of God
and is a snare to souls to decoy them into
hell. The teaching of purgatory after death to
cleanse souls is a delusion; nothing will save
but the Blood of Jesus Christ and now is the
only time to get ready for Heaven.

Will anyone know the day of Christ’s
coming?

No. Jesus says, “Of that day and hour
knoweth no man, no, not the angels of

heaven, but my Father only.” Matt 24:36.
“Watch therefore, for ye know neither the
day nor the hour wherein the Son of man
cometh.” Mat 25:13. “Therefore be ye also
ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the
Son of man cometh.” Matt. 24:44. These
scriptures and others prove that we cannot
know the day or the hour. It is therefore con-
trary to the Word of God to attempt to set the
day, and all that have done so have proved to
be false prophets.

Is sickness the work of the devil?

Yes. Jesus recognized that sickness is the
work of the devil. He rebuked the fever. He
loosed the woman whom Satan had bound
for 18 years. He cast out the spirits with His
word and healed all that were sick. When the
father brought the son to Him that had fits
He commanded the unclean spirit to come
out of him and enter no more into him. Jesus
came into the world that He might destroy
the works of the devil. Sin and sickness are
works of the devil. He healed all that came
to Him and He is just the same today.

Is it always God’s will to heal?

Yes. “Himself took our infirmities, and
bare our sicknesses.” Matt. 8:17. It is the will
of God, clearly expressed in His Word and
purchased in the atonement by the Blood of
Jesus Christ on Calvary. It pleased God for
us to have faith in Him for healing. Do not
doubt for a moment that God wills and longs
to heal you. God will even heal sinners that
come to Him, and much more His children;
but He expects more of His own. Our heal-
ing is often conditioned on obedience.

Many fail to get healed because they fail to
walk in the light and to consecrate their lives
and all they possess. If you profess to be a
Christian and have hidden sin in your life, do
not expect God to heal you until you get
right. He says, “If I regard iniquity in my

heart, the Lord will not hear me.”

What did Jesus purchase for us in His
atonement on Calvary?

Justification, sanctification, the healing of
our bodies and the baptism of the Holy
Ghost. He first forgives us of our actual
transgressions and afterwards takes out that
old root of sin for which we were not re-
sponsible because it was born in us. After-
ward He baptizes us with the Holy Ghost.
He heals our bodies whenever we are sick.
Everything we get from God, we get through
the finished work on Calvary, but we do not
get it all at once as some teach.

I fear I have committed the unpardon-
able sin. I long to be saved and am in
great distress. Is there any hope for me?

Yes. It proves the Spirit is striving with
you, because you desire to seek God and
obtain pardon. The Spirit never strives with
a sinner unless there is hope for him. Even if
you have gone into deep sin, there is grace
for you, if you will repent and turn to God
with all your heart.

What is the unpardonable sin?

Knowingly blaspheming against the Holy
Ghost. (Mark 3:26-30.) You seldom hear
men blaspheme in the name of the Holy
Ghost. The Spirit of God restrains them from
that awful sin. If they do it, they are lost
forever. “And whosoever shall speak a word
against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven
him: but unto him that blasphemeth against
the Holy Ghost it shall not be forgiven.”
Luke 12:10. There is also an awful warning
(in Heb. 10:26-29) of getting where there is
no repentance by sinning willfully after you
have been saved, denying the faith, tram-
pling under foot the Son of God and count-
ing the Blood wherewith you were sanctified
an unholy thing. Such an one has done de-
spite unto the spirit of grace. People these
days who are denying the blood wherewith
they were sanctified and making light of it
are facing the judgment and fiery indigna-
tion of God. But if any have been ignorantly
led away, they can repent and be saved.

Sometimes I lose my temper and the
enemy causes me to fall. What shall I do?

Ask God to forgive your sin. Get down
before Him as a sinner and get really saved
and born of God. When you are born of
God, you will not give way to anger. You
will have power over the enemy and must
exercise that power and resist the devil. You
may feel at times an uprising within after
you are saved, but the second work of grace,
sanctification, takes that out. God cleanses
from all carnality and inbred sin as well as
outward sin. It will keep you sweet at all
times. Walk in all the light God gives you
and the Blood will cleanse. It is a definite,
instantaneous, second work of grace. Thou-
sands have received it and it is for you. Con-
secrate, give God your all, and God will
destroy every carnal thing out of your heart.

In the last year a leader from Chicago
has raised up and published what he calls
“new light” and revelations, saying it is
not necessary to be sanctified as a second
work of grace and that you can receive
the Baptism without it. Is this light from
heaven?

No. It is contrary to the teachings of the
Word of God and to the experiences of
God’s people down the ages. The prophets,
apostles, martyrs, and holy people of God
that have been most used of Him have taught
sanctification and lived it. God raised up
John Wesley to establish sanctification as a
second work of grace subsequent to justifi-
cation in the Church of Christ, and thou-
sands have gone home to glory with the
blessed experience of holiness. God in these
last days since 1906 has sent a mighty out-
pouring of the Spirit upon sanctified souls.
We have never seen one in that time receive
the baptism without being first sanctified
and cleansed by the Blood from all carnality.
God never pours out His Spirit on an un-
clean vessel. Beware of such “new light,” it
is a delusion of the devil.

Should we organize churches?

No. Jesus said, “They that worship him
must worship him in spirit and in truth.”
John 4:23. “For where two or three are gath-
ered together in my name, there am I in the
midst.” A body of saved people gathered
together in Jesus’ name, trusting the Holy
Spirit to lead them in their worship is a
Scriptural assembly. This work is not an
organization, it is the old-time assembly of
Apostolic times. Christ is the head and Holy
Ghost appoints His own pastors and teachers
and overseers of the different assemblies.

Are conferences held in the Apostolic
Faith Work to appoint missionaries, eld-
ers and deacons?

No. We only pray over the dear ones that
God is sending out, laying our hands on
them and committing them to God. We do
not ordain or license after man’s plan, giving
papers and titles. We do not find any such
thing in the Word. None of our preachers
hold such papers. Where would be the need?
The power on their lives and signs following
is enough to convince the people that they
are ordained and sent of God.

The titles Rev., Bishop, etc., often puff
men up and causes them to lose their power
and God is not pleased with that thing. God
wants us to keep down at His feet and give
Him all the glory, that He may entrusts us
with the power for the ministry of the Word
and that the sick may be healed.

Would you advise me to join a church?

No. If you are joined to Christ and born
again you are already a member of his

church. Why should you join another? We
know that the churches today do not preach
the whole Gospel. Some will leave out one
part and some another. Some do not want
you to testify to being sanctified and bap-
tized with the Holy Ghost. Some do not
want you to speak about the soon coming of
the Lord or divine healing. And by keeping
quiet, you compromise the truth and lose
your experience.

Since we receive this light, we cannot be-
long to a church that rejects it. You can be in
fellowship with every Blood-washed soul
that is walking in all the light they have, and
work for God, without joining a church.
That would be a step backwards. If you are a
preacher, God will open the doors for you to
preach the Gospel and take care of you as
long as you are true to Him, without belong-
ing to an organization.

ANOINTED HANDKERCHIEFS FOR
HEALING.

In Acts 19:11-12 we read, “And God
wrought special miracles by the hands of
Paul: So that from his body were brought
unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and
the diseases departed from them, and the evil
spirits went out of them.”

We see here that the healing power of Je-
sus Christ, through the touch of a Holy
Ghost filled man, was carried to the distant
sick and they were healed and demons went
out. This was no accident, but a blessed plan
of God for the help of sick ones. His Gospel
is just the same today and He will use the
same methods. God never changes.

The woman who had suffered with an is-
sue of blood twelve years was perfectly
healed by touching Jesus’ clothes. And
through faith and prayer and the laying on of
hands of holy persons, filled with the Holy
Ghost, a handkerchief or paper can be
anointed with the same power today.

Many handkerchiefs are received in the
Portland Mission, even from over the ocean.
The saints always lay them on the Bible,
usually opening it to Acts because that is the
foundation of our faith. They anoint it with
anointing oil for the sick and lay their hands
on it and pray the prayer of faith, and God
honors His Word and heals a great many.
They should be laid on in faith and prayer by
one that is right with God. Some saints will
wash them when soiled and lay them again
on the sick and the power of God continues
to heal. To God be all the glory.

THE APOSTOLIC FAITH

SANCTIFICATION.

Sanctification is cleansing from all inher-
ited sin. It takes out the root of sin and all car-
nality, and the Adamic nature is absolutely
destroyed. It make us pure and “whiter than
snow.” Bless His holy name. The Lord Jesus
says: “Blessed are the pure in heart.” Matt.
5:8. Sanctification makes us pure in heart.
We are made perfect in love. I John 4:17, 18.
We are washed in the Blood of the Lamb,
cleansed from all sin. I John 1:7.

Two Works Of Grace

There is a definite work of justification
whereby every transgression is forgiven and
blotted out, and you become a new creature
in Christ Jesus. And there is a second definite
work of grace, sanctification, whereby the
sin you inherited from your forefathers is
taken out and destroyed.

You must be born of God and free from the
law of sin before you are a candidate for
sanctification. When you are really saved it
takes sin out of your life. “Whosoever is born
of God doth not commit sin.” I John 3:9.
Then being justified by His grace, we go on
in faith for the removing of the inbred sin
that we inherited from our father Adam. The
Blood takes out the roots of bitterness and
carnality.

Inherited Sin.

For the inheritance of our depravity we are
not responsible. We never committed it and
can not repent of being so born nor seek par-
don for it. God’s remedy is cleansing, called
entire sanctification, holiness, perfect love.

Every child is born with inherited sin in his
heart. The nature of sin is there. When a sin-
ner comes to Christ and gets saved, the fruits
of sin are cut off and the fruits of the Sprit at
once appear. But the root of the old nature of
sin is still there and will give you trouble. It
must be eradicated, destroyed. After we re-
ceive eternal life, we present our souls to
God and consecrate them unto Him for thor-
ough purging and cleansing from all original
or Adamic sin.

All Believers Hunger for It.

Everyone that is free from sin (and you are
not a child of God unless you are free from
sin) has a hunger for a clean heart and the
fire of God in the soul. You know when you
were saved that old root or nature of sin in
your soul got such a blow that it did not
show its head for a long time. But, later on, it
begins to manifest itself, and you long for a
deeper work of grace down in your heart.

Every soul that has a Bible standard of
regeneration wants the Bible standard of
sanctification. He finds something in his
heart that wars against the Spirit and wants to
manifest some fruit other than the fruit of the
Spirit. Everyone that is living the justified
life is rejoicing to know that there is power in
the Blood to cleanse our inbred sin, the dis-
position and tendency and nature of sin out
of the soul. Praise God! Beloved, Jesus
bought it for us. It is freely given us by His
grace. He will cleanse you till not one spot
remains, all through His grace.

David prayed for a clean heart, as we read
in Psalm 51:7: “Purge me with hyssop, and I
shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be
whiter than snow.” The Spirit puts this hun-
ger into every justified soul, a desire for a
holy heart with Jesus reigning supreme
within.

It Is the Will of God.

Jesus prayed for our sanctification before
He suffered: “I pray not that thou shouldest
take them out of the world, but that thou
shouldest keep them from the evil. They are
not of the world, even as I am not of the
world. Sanctify them through thy truth: thy
word is truth.” John 17:15-17.

He suffered for the sanctification of His
church. “Christ also loved the church, and
gave himself for it; That he might sanctify
and cleanse it with the washing of water by
the word, That he might present it to himself
a glorious church, not having spot, or wrin-
kle, or any such thing; but that it should be
holy and without blemish.” Eph. 5:25-27.

God says again in I Thess. 4:3: “For this is
the will of God, even your sanctification.”
So it is His will for every soul to be saved
from sin, actual and original. The carnal
mind is the work of the devil in the soul and
it has to be destroyed and removed by the
power and virtue of the Blood of Jesus. “For
this purpose the Son of God was manifested,
that he might destroy the works of the
devil.” I John 3:8.

Jesus prayed for your sanctification. He
gave His life that you might be sanctified. It
is the will of God, even your sanctification,
and He will do it if you will go down before
God and pay the price.

Consecrate Your Life.

Make an absolute consecration of your life
to God and the fire will fall and sanctify you
wholly and you will be filled with perfect
love. “Present your bodies a living sacrifice,
holy, acceptable unto God, which is your
reasonable service.” Bless His name. Rom.
12:1.

On our part it is absolute surrender and
faith; on God’s part it is the application of
the cleansing Blood. We consecrate. God
sanctifies. We step on the altar. The Blood
cleanseth. God says: “I am the LORD which
sanctify you.” Lev. 20:8. “The very God of
peace sanctify you wholly.” I Thess. 5:23.
“Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people
with his own blood, suffered without the
gate.” Heb. 13:12. The turning over is our
part, the cleansing and making holy is His.
Consecration is but putting ourselves in
readiness for God to sanctify us. Then the
fire falls and the precious Blood, hallelujah,
and washes away the inbred sin and takes it
out.

The Sanctified Life.

In your justified life God gave you power
to live without sin; but when that inward foe
is cast out and your soul is delivered, it
makes you a full overcomer. Sanctification
brings overcoming power. We always lead
souls right through to sanctification as soon
as possible, because when Jesus comes in
and enthrones Himself in their hearts, it
gives them such overcoming power.

It is a blessed experience to be sanctified
wholly and have that mighty power upon the
soul day by day. You have no mind or will
contrary to Christ, but are always seeking
His will. For the carnal mind is destroyed.
The old Ishmael is cast out and the Spirit has
free course in your life.

People may smite you on the one cheek
and on the other, and it does not move you at
all. There is nothing in you to move. It is
easy to live this life after you get it. It lives
itself. It is not hard to keep the old nature
down because it is out. Oh, beloved, it is so
wonderful to know that it is taken out root
and branch, and we stand before God a liv-
ing witness that the Blood of Jesus Christ
cleanseth us from all sin.

Praise God for the deeper faith and confi-
dence that comes at sanctification. You enter
into absolute rest in God. Heb. 4:9. “There
remaineth therefore a rest to the people of
God.” You have entered into His rest. You
have that tenderness, that gentleness and
meekness and childlike simplicity of faith
that marks every sanctified soul. The Blood
takes out everything contrary to love and
fills you with perfect love and God shuts you
in with Himself. Nothing but love can enter
there, for He sits on the throne of your heart
and your delight is to obey His voice and do
His will.

Hallelujah to Jesus for the power of Christ
the Lamb of God enthroned in your soul.
The Prince of Peace rules. Everything has
become calm and there is no tempest or tur-
moil. The Blood has eradicated that inbred
sin that manifested itself at times and that
you smothered down. The Blood has taken it
out. Now the language of your heart is: “Not
I, but Christ liveth in me.” It is always
“Jesus only” in your soul. Your life is hid
with Christ in God. There is something in
your life that is hiding behind Jesus all the
time. Oh, how we praise God for the sancti-
fying Blood of Jesus Christ.

You should seek for sanctification at once.
Salvation is incomplete without it. God says:
“Follow peace with all men, and holiness,
without which no man shall see the Lord.”
Heb. 12:14. God commands us to be holy:
“Be ye holy; for I am holy.” I Pet. 1:16. All
truly converted people who retain their justi-
fication hunger after it. Every Christian,
sooner or later, feels the need of it and suf-
fers for the want of it until he obtains it.

Do you know you are sanctified by the
Blood of Jesus Christ, a second definite
work of grace? If you are not sure about
your sanctification, then you may be sure
you have not got it. You know whether the
root of bitterness is taken out of your heart.
If something in you gets out of patience and
stirred up against your neighbor or those in
your own home you know that root of bitter-
ness is down in your heart still, and you are
not sanctified.

The Witness of the Spirit.

When God sanctifies you, He gives you a
clear witness by the Holy Ghost in your soul
that the work is done. You know you are
sanctified, you have no doubt of it, for you
have the witness in yourself. Christ abides.
He sits enthroned. You get a real witness
from the throne of God that Christ reigns
within.

The Spirit witnesses to your justification.
He witnesses to sanctification and He wit-
nesses to the Baptism of the Holy Ghost and
fire. When your sins were forgiven and
washed away by the Blood and you were
born again, peace came into your heart and
the Spirit of Christ witnessed to the forgive-
ness of your transgression, bringing rest and
joy into the soul. “The Spirit itself beareth
witness with our spirit, that we are the chil-
dren of God.” Rom. 8:16.

In your justified experience, at times the
power of the Spirit will come upon you
while praising God, or singing or in prayer;
but the blessing will lift and not remain. But
after you are sanctified wholly, you will feel
His manifest presence and power whenever
you call upon Him, for Christ is enthroned
and abides within. You have blessed fellow-
ship with Him. “For both he that sanctifieth
and they who are sanctified are all of one:
for which cause he is not ashamed to call
them brethren.” Heb 2:11. You do not pray
to Him as afar off, but you feel that He is
right there present with you, which He is in
sanctification.

Then you can seek for the Baptism of the
Holy Ghost and fire which is not a work of
grace, but the gift of power. The Spirit wit-
nesses in greater power upon your soul, and
not only upon the soul, but in the outward
manifestation of the outpouring of the Spirit
upon the flesh. He comes down in mighty
power and manifests Himself in speaking
and singing through you in other tongues as
the Spirit gives utterance. Acts 2:4. The
glory that falls upon you is unspeakable and
indescribable and gives you power for ser-
vice. We are now living in the last great out-
pouring of the Spirit when God is pouring
out upon sanctified souls the “rivers of liv-
ing water.” John 7:38, 39. The soul that is
sanctified longs for power for service and
God will endue the clean heart with power
from on high to witness for Him. Acts 1:8.

CONVERSION OF AN INFIDEL.

I went to Alaska with the gold rush in
1898, leaving home filled with sin and infi-
delity. Like Paul, I persecuted the church
with all my might and mind. Just before
leaving, my little daughter came to me and
asked me if I did not want to take a Testa-
ment with me. I told her no; I had no use for
a Testament.

I arrived in Skagway with about 160 others
after a trip of carousing, for most of those on
the steamer were, like myself, full of sin. We
landed on the 4th of March and began to
march into the interior with hand sledges.
With some others I went to what is known as
Forty-mile Creek. Here I mined on the old
Bonanza bar during the summer, and in the
fall fixed up an old cabin for my winter
quarters. An old man stayed with me, but |
was so mean that we could not live together,
for I thought he was the meanest man I ever
saw. The result of our disagreement was that
I fixed up another cabin that was on the bar
and took a man in with me who was a
Catholic and had been sent to Alaska to get
him sobered up, for he could not let booze
alone when he could get it. A little later a
man came to that part of the gold region who
was a confirmed Spiritualist and infidel. I
invited him to my cabin to spend the eve-
nings with us. He came, and soon we began
to hold séances and have communication
with the spirits of darkness.

This kind of life went on for some weeks,
when one day one of the boys had a sick
spell, and I went into my medicine chest to
find a remedy. When I opened it, imagine
my surprise to see a little Testament in it. |
took it out, and the first thing I saw was the
name of my daughter on the fly-leaf. One of
the boys asked me what it was, and I said:
“It is a little Testament little Florence has
put into my chest” It touched my heart some,
but I pretended I did not care to look into it.
But as soon as this man had examined it, |
took it again and felt I ought to keep it be-
cause of the intention of the giver, if not for
what it contained.

For several nights we read the Testament
some, more to find errors and contradictions
than for the truth. But finally we got to
reading in the Gospel of John, and by the
time we reached the thirteenth chapter I was
under conviction and wished that I might get
down and pray for forgiveness. I did not
know that they were also under conviction.

The next night we had the fourteenth of
John, and I wished I could be alone so that I
could pray. But the boys were there, and as |
had been the leader in all our talk against the
Bible, I felt so ashamed to say anything to
them of my feelings.

The next night we took up the fifteenth,
and I was about to get down and pray or go
out somewhere to give vent to my feelings,
when the Catholic boy said: “I feel we ought
to pray.” I looked at the Spiritualist to see
how he would take it, and he said he had
been feeling that way for several nights. And
that let me free, so I fell on my face before
God and began to cry out for mercy. And so
did the other two. And such a time as we had
there until away after midnight. The light of
Heaven came in, and so did forgiveness. We
all were set free that night.

That ended the séances, and instead of
them we had real prayer meetings and Bible
readings, and it was wonderful how the Lord
opened up to us His precious Word. I prom-
ised God if He would save me from my sins
I would go to Los Angeles and preach Christ
on the same street corners where I had
preached infidelity. And that I did, bless His
name.

The evening we were saved I had killed a
bird called a tomikan and had also baked
yeast bread. I was a good baker, and my
bread was fine. Now comes what proved my
conversion and the new birth. I thought of
the old man in the other cabin, and felt a
love for him that I could not have felt with-
out the Spirit of Christ in me. I arose next
morning and took the bird all nicely cleaned
and a fine loaf of bread (for I knew he could
not make anything but pancakes for bread)
and went to the other cabin. I knocked at the
door and the old man came and very cau-
tiously opened it. How my heart went out to
him as he stood there, all drawn with age
and hardships, his hands all twisted with
rheumatism. I said: “Brother, I have brought
you a bird and some good bread which I
want you to have.” And as I said it tears
came in his dim eyes and I burst out crying
and praising God for deliverance. He took
the offerings and then asked me what had
happened to me. And I told him the story of
my conversion, and he was really convicted.
He had been one of the most profane men I
had ever known, but after that I never heard
him utter an oath.

I was sanctified about a year later, after
getting out of Los Angeles, and I want you
to know it was just as marked an experience
as my justification, and I was living clean
and justified at the time. This was the winter
of 1900, and in 1906, on the 11th day of
September, at about 8 o’clock p. m., I re-
ceived the mighty baptism of the Holy
Ghost.
